I.       Generalities
A.        Overall
In July 16 & 17 the Fourth International Tactical Match of the Tactical Training Center will be held in the Military training camp of Mailly-le-camp, on the southern firing range.
The leader for this competition is the 5th Dragoons Regiment’s Sports Club 
Rendezvous on 16 July 0800 local time

Night shooting at approximately 2230 on 16 July evening.

Social event on 17 July approx. 1630 LT.
B.        General rules
Competitors can belong to Armed Forces, Police or can be civilian.  

Competition is made for one shooter team only.  Each shooter will be on his own and would compete against another. 
It will last two days and one night, from Saturday morning 0800 until Sunday end of afternoon.  Each competitor must compete these two days to enter to competition results.

II.       Administration
A. Registration

Registration can be done using the following email address:

Please use the attached registration form and you will receive in a few days an official invitation from the Regiment’s commander.  If not, you’ll receive an official one from our club commander.

The first day of competition, a final registration board will be held and you must be able to display official documents concerning your material and weapons, according to YOUR country.
B. Fee

A 60€ in cash will be ask for final registration the first day of competition.

Unfortunately, this price doesn’t include meals.

C. Accommodations

Free accommodations will be given in troops’ buildings or in collectives’ tents on military beds.  Sheets and pillows will not be given.  Please take sleeping bags with you.

D. Briefings

Official language of the competition is French.  Translation will be provided with stages briefings on paper sheets behind each station.  

A general briefing in French/English will be provided the first morning.

Please follow each rule precisely.  Safety is the first rule of this competition.

E. Equipment

This competition doesn’t need any kind of camouflage equipment or material.  Stages are Precision Rifle Series oriented.
You just need a rifle, ammunitions, a backpack, rainsuit, observation device (non-mandatory), ballistic calculator, PDA, calculator, logbook, etc.

NO LASER RANGE FINDER ALLOWED.

No Night Vision Device

Needed distances will be given on time.
F. Caliber
Due to restriction on our firing range this year, only the following calibers will be authorized:
.222/.223
7-08/.308/300 SAVAGE/.260R/.243 
7,5MAS

.50

.50 is not authorized on metal targets and is not a good idea due to nature of stages and ammo consummation. 

III. 
    Competition rules

A. Description

This competition is a succession of 25 stages.  Each stage is independent of the following one and competitors will follow a given order to complete each stage.
Each stage will have a specific briefing given to a group of 10 shooters at once.  While waiting for his turn, each competitor is free to read the stage description and rules on a sheet of paper displayed behind each place.

B. Safety

Every movement between stages would be without any tactical rule and must be under safety rules first.  Chamber must be clear of ammo, magazine must be removed from the rifle, and muzzle must be kept in a safe direction.
Each competitor must unload and show is empty magazine and chamber to the referee before leaving the firing line.
Each competitor must have earring protection device.

C. Stage description
12 stages on the first day
3 night shooting stages
10 on the second day
You will need around 150-200 rounds to complete the competition.

There will be precision shooting, dynamic stages, unknown distances, short, medium and long range.

Competitors will be divided in 10 shooters groups and will be dispatched to the different stages in order to facilitate the flow of competitors along the firing line.
First stage for everyone will be zeroing.

There will be at least one referee per stage.  You will be provided with particular briefing written and oral.

Distances will be given except for some special events in which you will have to estimate.
