Competition will begin with the registration of participants on the 23th  of May 2016 and will end on the 27st of May 2016.

Categories of Competive Events:

This competition includes a wide variety of shooting and tactical exercises, generally 

divided into the following categories, with awards as indicated:

Police Team Events:     Awards for  1st  2nd  3 rd  place
Military Team Events:   Awards for  1st  2nd  3 rd  place
All team and individual awards will be presented during the banquet, 
in the evening of  the 27st of May 2016.

Description of the Course of Fire:

For purposes of realism and to keep the challenge equal for all participants, specific details on the course of fire will not be disclosed in advance. In general terms, this competition will test all the skills of police snipers. 

These include:

· Detecting and engaging partially concealed stationary targets at unknown distances.

· All will engage small targets suddenly appearing at up to 700 meters.

· Competitors will lay in wait for extended periods before taking some shoots.

· Some events will test your ability to operate as a team.

Total Rounds Requires for the Competition:

The complete course of fire will not require any competitor to fire more than 200 rounds, but this total does not include ammunition expended for zeroing or re-zeroing.

Competitors:

Qualified Competitors:

This match is open to police two-men teams whose normal duty assignment is as a sniper or rifle sharpshooter. Their organizations may be purely special operations, counterterrorist, security or any form of  bona fide law enforcement from the federal state or local levels.

Each team must declare itself.

Number of competitors:

The competition shall be limited to 60 (2 x 30) two-men police or army sniper teams 

(120 competitors).

Both team members must bring sniper rifles:

While some sniper teams arm the team spotter with an assault rifle, or both members share one scoped rifle, for purposes of this competition both team members must be armed with their own scoped sniper rifle. This is a one rifle competition. Only one rifle is allowed per competitor for the entire competition.

Local Transportation:

Transport to the military shooting range will be provided by police busses or participants and observers can use their own cars.
Official Languages of the competition are :

CZECH and ENGLISH

Competitors with a native language other than these, must be either English or Czech speaking or their team is accompanied by an English-speaking (Czech speaking) interpreter. If the competitors have an interpreter or a team leader with them, they must make a reservation with the registration form. Lodging and competition is in a security area of the Czech Army. People with no registration are not allowed to enter the Military Training Center.

Ammunition, Targets and Rifles:

Types of allowable sniper rifles:

The choice of rifles used by each team is their own decision. The course of fire has been

carefully designed so that a semi-automatic rifle has no advantage over a bolt action rifle.

The range can safely accommodate any caliber rifle from 5.56 mm ( .223 cal), 308 Win, 338 Lapua Mag, 300 Win.mag. NOT 6, 6,5. Competitors must supply their own ammunition. Further, it is not recommended that competitors use single-shot rifles, because some events will require firing up to five quick shots.

Targets and distance:

Most of the competition targets are specially designed and published exclusively for this police sniping course of fire. Descriptions or samples of the targets will not be made available to competitors prior to the match, to maintain a realistic degree of psychological surprise and stress, just as found in actual shooting situations. Distance varies for 20 m to 700 metres.

Other matters of interest:

Wind gauges and Laser Rangefinders:

Competitors will be allowed to employ devices for wind and range estimation, such as mechanical optical wind  gauges, or laser rangefinders. It is allowable for competitors to use ranging systems built into their riflescopes, such as a mil dot reticle or reticle measurement scales.

ENTRY FEE AND REGISTRATION

Entry fee:  The entry fee is €200 per team and €100 for observer (or interpreter). This fee covers all expenses for both members of a two-men team during the competition, including lodging, meals, targets, awards and the banquet. The entry fee must be paid at the registration at the competition in cash.
